Call to order

Treasurer’s report: Steve Crutchfield presented the Treasurer’s report. ( Donna Lafrance was absent due to emergency) He reported on the financial matters YTD, and current balances in accounts. An update was provided on HOA dues, and actions , underway to satisfy delinquents. We are current on new pool permit for this year and payment made to state. 

New business: Steve Crutchfield report on our previous pool company will no longer be able to service our community pool due to illness within the company. He has contacted 10 different companies trying to secure a bid for service maintenance this season. Many companies only service residential pools, and not community pools. Others are not taking new accounts. He was able to get recommendations, and he received bids from four companies. Service provided will be similar to previous seasons in regards to cleaning and testing twice a week.

Terry Huffstickler, V.P.  will be in charge of getting pool chairs and tables out and placed. He will contact other Board members for the task. He also will make arrangements for the sprinkler system to be turned on for our community entrance.
Christine Molnar, Neighborhood Watch: Supplies purchased to initiate the Community “Alert System”, she will contact the Block Captains and remind them of their duty when an alert is ongoing. We are in the planning stages of a “ Community Evening” with emphasizing on Safety and Security. Details to be announced this summer. She developed a current listing of  neighbors, and contacts. If changes need to be made, people should notify her or Donna LaFrance.
Kim Olen, Special Events: Discussed events for MAY (Garage Sale) and efforts. She proposed having a band for a future event. We could have it during one of the cookouts, and events in our parking area. Kim and Ron Schoolcraft both will check with contacts to see what is possible and costs. This would be an event for the whole family to enjoy.
John Olen, Director, will review pump system at the pool in order to have better understand of operations and possible savings in the future.

Ron Schoolcraft, Director:  Discussed the situation of speeders, and hazard of not stopping at the “four way stop” at the intersection of Amber Glades, and Peach View. It was suggested to install “Speed Bumps” at each corner to enforce a stop. He will undertake the project to find out costs and possible other remedies to stop violations of speeding through the stop signs, and make it safer for our community.  The board also discussed how to have more people enjoy and get involved with communities activities.  

Steve Crutchfield,  in closing stated we will have the same local company cleaning or facilities at the pool this season.
