It was suggested to try a Kids’ Driveway Chalk contest and fingerprinting during the Neighborhood Watch Program event.
VI. New business

b) Christine Molnar presented a possible addition to our Neighborhood Watch Program—a red flag system.  In the event of an alert, a red flag would be placed at each entrance to the neighbor which would trigger the residents to check the website for further information.  Much discussion ensued most of which was based on the best way to communicate with the neighbors.  It was brought up that some neighbors may not be coming or going from the neighborhood in a timely manner depending upon the urgency of the alert.  Contacting the residents is very difficult because everyone has different preferences (flyer, text message, email, telephone) and not everyone has provided their full contact information to Christine (i.e. no email address or no phone number).  There was also discussion on who would be available to put out the flags and where would they be placed.  The matter was tabled for further consideration.
c) Parking in the pool parking lot is becoming a problem.  Cars are left overnight.  Contractors are parking in the morning while waiting for their first appointments or meeting up with other associates.  It was suggested to place a sign stating “Residents and Guests Only.”  It was only suggested to put up posts at the end of the little entrance/driveway where a chain or something might be added at a later time.
d) The next newsletter needs to include reminders to bring in your trashcans and police up after your dog.  Christine Molnar’s contact information needs also to be added for Neighborhood Watch alerts.
e) Kim will double check the contact info on the website.  There might be an incorrect address.
